· You must fulfill all of the requirements below for each software program.

· Word, choose at least 4 of the following:
1. At least 4 different formatting styles (changing font size, bold, etc.)

2. Document preferences (margins, orientation, line spacing, etc.)

3. Show document review or collaboration (peer review, spellcheck, etc.)

4. Use of tables

5. Use of numbered or bulleted lists

6. Page numbering

· Excel, choose at least 3 of the following:
1. At least 3 formulas/functions

2. Adjustment of row or column

3. Cells that are merged

4. Data sort

5. Use of charts
· PowerPoint, choose at least 4 of the following: (Must follow 6 x 6 rule)
1. Use of tables or charts

2. Use of shapes or images

3. Use of videos or sounds

4. Variety of slide layouts

5. Use of slide transitions

6. Animation of objects

· Now label each of the requirements using the numbering from above. 

· Example from an English essay: 

1. Font size for the heading was changed to 18 pt font, italicized, and bolded. The font face was changed to Times New Roman
2. Line spacing was changed to 2.0
